Minutes

Treasurer’s Report 
The June financial report and budget review were accepted.  
Director’s Report
BTML received notice of a bequest to the Library of $20,000.  Appropriate acknowledgements were sent; the administrator has asked that the donor’s name remain confidential.  In that connection, Stefi has submitted a procedure for handling bequests to the Library which will be included in the Policies and Procedures file.

BTML is a collection point for donations to help buy books in Spanish for an impoverished library in Chimbote, Peru, where Unionville High School graduate Jillian Heck has been volunteering to help build and stock the library.  
Donna, Susie and Jon visited the New Garden Township monthly meeting.  Jon explained to the supervisors how New Garden’s donations to the Library have changed over the years.  

There is a book sale planned for October’s ‘First Friday Art Stroll’.  It will be held in the meeting room at the Library.
Paul Sapko holds computer classes for beginners in the morning before the Library opens.  

John Hendrix has been doing outreach story times at the YMCA Montessori School and the day-care centers at Kendal and Crosslands.  

Julie Dixon held a class in hand coloring photographs that was a hit.  Because she can only handle a small group, she will be asked to do more of them.  

Author Nancy Lynch will visit the Library on July 22 to talk about her book, “Vietnam Mailbag: Voices from the War: 1968-1972”.

Jen Augustine, John Hendrix and Donna have put together a program for children who come to the Library after their morning summer school.  They have lunch, a storytime with John, then free time in the library.  This was done in cooperation with “Together for Education,” a partnership between Chatham Financial Group and Mary D. Lang School.        

New Business
Suzanne explained to the board how the webinars held by the Chester County Community Foundation work.  They will be held over the next 12 months at the West Chester University Graduate Center.
