A GUIDE FOR THE CURIOUS BOOK LOVER

THE BEST BOOKS YOU'VE NEVER READ, JUST MISSED, OR ALMOST FORGOTTEN

BY TONY DEL VECCHIO

A VERY LONG ENGAGEMENT by Sebastien Japrisot This novel tells the story of five French soldiers who are sent to

their own front lines to be tossed out into no-man’s land. They were all convicted of trying to leave the war by

shooting themselves in the foot or hand. Later, five bodies were recovered and the families notified, including

Mathilde Donnay, the fiancee of one of the condemned men, a fisherman named Manech. Mathilde has been

confined to a wheelchair since she was a young child, but was deeply in love with Manech. She later receives

information that leads her to believe that he isn’t really dead after all. Thus begins her long search into the
mysterious circumstances surrounding those deaths. Mathilde is probably one of the most compelling characters you will
encounter in modern fiction, and Japrisot managed to write an almost perfect novel. The movie adaptation of this book is also
terrific.

A LONG LONG WAY by Sebastian Barry The author tells the story of Ireland’s entry into World War | through the

eyes of one young soldier, Willie Dunne. Willie wanted to become a policeman, like his father, but was under six feet

tall, the minimum height requirement, so he joined the Royal Dublin Fusiliers. His group is sent to fight against the

Germans. He learns that most of his fellow soldiers are there because they expect that their participation will further

the attainment of Home Rule in Ireland. Willie has no such hopes; in fact, he is essentially non-political. He went to

prove to his father that he was a brave lad. On his return, he is confronted with both sides of the issue of Home Rule

and is pulled in both directions by his family and friends. What Willie has to learn to do is to think for himself. One of the
characters in the book says to Willie: “The curse of the world is people thinking thoughts that are only thoughts which have been
given to them. They’re not their own thoughts. They’re like cuckoos in their heads. Their own thoughts are tossed out and cuckoo
thoughts put in instead,” Set amidst the horrors of war and the violence of the Irish question, Willie has to learn to think for
himself.

WITHOUT FEATHERS by Woody Allen | have found Woody Allen to be a polarizing personality; you either love him or

you can’t stand him. This work, his second collection of short pieces, was published before he became a celebrated

film director/writer, and represents material that he might have used in his stand-up routines in front of the usual

college crowds. Back then he was neither important nor an icon. He was just a very hip comic. His imagination knows

no bounds, and he can see humor in the most mundane things and take off on his flights of fancy to embellish them. If

you share my appreciation of intelligent, and sometimes silly or off-the-wall humor, you will find yourself at least
smiling — if not laughing out loud — at most of the short pieces included here.

THE ELEGANCE OF THE HEDGEHOG by Muriel Barbery | thought | had made an independent discovery with this

novel, but later learned that it was one of the best-selling books ever in the independent book stores. It goes like

this: Renee Michel is the 54-year-old concierge of a small apartment building in Paris. The residents normally ignore

Renee as they pass her booth everyday, unless they need something from her. Paloma Josse is one of the residents

of the building. She is 12-years old, but has the mind and thoughts of a much older girl. She thinks that most things

around her are absurd and keeps a log of her thoughts in her diary. She is so depressed by life that she makes plans

to kill herself on her 13" birthday. Early on in the book, you find a double narrative — one from each of these two

characters. Then, the two meet and begin a relationship that changes both of their lives. You will literally fall in love with both of
the characters and be carried along by their mutual admiration and their frank conversations. | liken Paloma to a young, Parisian,
female Holden Caulfield. She is definitely French, as is Renee, and manages to think in a Continental way.

THE WOMEN by T. C. Boyle When you think of The Prairie School of Architecture or “Falling Waters,” who do you

think of? The answer, of course, is Frank Lloyd Wright. Boyle’s novel, though, focuses on the women in Frank Lloyd

Wright’s life as told by a fictional Japanese apprentice, as opposed to examining his career. It reads like a

biography, like fiction, like a fantasy. Four of the women in Wright’s life are examined — in reverse chronological

order. There isn’t much about his art, but with all of these women around you can’t fit everything into one book.

Did they have much effect on his art? Hard to say, at least as they are portrayed in this novel. All of his women
were ‘different’ in different ways, - one might even classify them as eccentric - but all were extremely attracted to Wright and he
to them — for a while. This is one of those novels that you will find hard to put down.
